Dear Dr. Tang :
With respect to question of EAST WIND, which is being republished
by a company here in Taiwan, | would like to comment as follows :
According to the material, attached hereto, the deadline for ordering
at the prepublication price is the end of February, 1972. Since the
publishers are still trying to get orders, it appears that not many people

are ordering this material.

The prepublication price is listed as NT$50000, or US$1250. This
is a very high price even if there is a lot of material involved. |
understand there will be 175 volumes. This comes to over NT$285. a
volume. Of course | do not know what method they plan to use; but
even if they plan to reset all the type, this seems pretty expensive.

So far as this year’s book budget is concerned, except for the
Chemical Engineering Department, every department has spent all or
nearly all of its budget for the current year. So far as I can tell now,
there is less than US$2000. worth of new reference material to be
up-to-date. We allocated US$3400 for abstracts this year to come from
the book reserve fund. The total for these periodicals came to over
US$4200. If we must call on this money for these periodicals for
another year, we shall have almost nothing left in this reserve fund.

Chen Yu-chung has told me that he must pay money from this fund
every once in a while for books which were ordered some time ago but
have been delayed in arriving. Consequently, at no time could this fund
get very low.

So, | do not see how we are justified in ordering this material at
this time. If we were to order for installment paying, the cost would
go up to NT$64000.

Mr. Kao Hsin-fa has made a list of the numbers (not volumes)
which we do not now have of this periodical. | enclose the list here for
your reference. As you will see (from the pencil figures I have inserted)
we already have quite a few issues of this periodical. To order the
complete set will give us many duplicates. Of course, | realize we
could not get just the issues we are missing. But there is a lot we

“ought to have” which we cannot get because of the lack of money.
