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library is closed. This could also be used for the return of musical

scores and CDs.

2.1t 1s suggested that all musical scores be hardbound before being

placed on the stacks, so that they are hardcover; this would keep the
scores intact, thereby reducing wear and tear. Alternatively, scores

could be placed into a hard folder.

3.1t is suggested that students be allowed to check out musical scores

and CDs in order to facilitate their ability to do research for papers

and assignments.

4.1t 18 suggested that students be allowed to borrow musical scores and

CDs for one week, while faculty be allowed to borrow these items
for a period of two weeks. If a faculty member needed a specific
library item already checked out by a student, he or she would have
the right to have that item recalled to the library. (Note: "Recall”
means the student must return the borrowed item to the library

immediately.)
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
